a.​ “Then Peter called to him, ‘Lord, if it’s really you, tell me to come to you, 

walking on the water.’ ‘Yes, come,’ Jesus said.” Matthew 14:28-29 NLT 
3.​ Stay focused. 

a.​ “But when he saw the strong wind and the waves, he was terrified and 
began to sink. ‘Save me, Lord!’ he shouted. 31 Jesus immediately reached 
out and grabbed him. ‘You have so little faith,’ Jesus said. ‘Why did you 
doubt me?’ 32 When they climbed back into the boat, the wind stopped.” 
Matthew 14:30 NLT

group support you? 

4.​ Are there things that you still need to surrender that cause the storms? Why do 
you have a hard time surrendering them?
